Now the library is as high rech as
any ather library in the srare, with coal
features such as online book hnder and
renewal features.

“Libwaries have seruggled ro re-find
their place,” Meslund said, “They are on
the forelront of changing rechnology and
that makes them more usable for che
public. We consider ourselves advocares
for the puE'li'n::

The library’s many Intermer and

rechnology fearures mighr come as a
surprise to some. For example, customers
can search online tor 4 book at the library,
reserve ir. find our when it's ready for
eheckour and renew it. That's just one of
rhe many handy new rools the Ellensburg
Public Library offers its users,

“Irs changed exponentially. Were
really lucky in  Washingron Srare;
libraries are very progressive.”

The library was awarded a Bill and
Melinda: Gares Foundation grant e
years ago, which it used ro purchase
more than a dozen compurers, Most of
them are in the lab and for public use,
bur another one is wsed for teaching
those who aren't faimiliar with searching
rhe Internet, or using certain software
programs.

le's common for people to use the
compurers for a variety of uses, such as
Ineernet searches, hlling out povernment
forms, checking e-mail, purchasing irems,
playing video games, and taking exams.

“Tr's all done
for us. Caraloging has totally changed.”
